SECOND SUNDAY OF ADVENT

On this Sunday the Liturgy presents to us the Gospel pas-
sage in which St. Luke prepares the scene on which Jesus is
about to enter and begin his public ministry. The Evangelist
focuses the spotlight on to John the Baptist, who was the
Precursor of the Messiah, and with great precision outlines
the space-time coordinates of his preaching. The Evangelist
evidently wanted to warn those who read or hear about it
that the Gospel is not a legend but the account of a true sto-
ry, that Jesus of Nazareth is a historical figure who fits into
that precise context. After this ample historical introduction,
the subject becomes “the word of God", presented as a pow-
er that comes down rom Heaven and settles upon John the
Baptist.

Mary- “ever-virgin”

499 The deepening of faith in the virginal motherhood led the Church to confess Mary’s real and per-
petual virginity even in the act of giving birth to the Son of God made man, In fact, Christ’s birth “did
not diminish his mother’s virginal integrity but sanctified it.” And so the liturgy of the Church cele-
brates Mary as Aeiparthenos, the “Ever-virgin.”

500 Against the doctrine the objection is sometimes raised that the Bible mentions brothers and sis-
ters of Jesus. The Church has always understood these passages as not referring to other children of
the Virgin Mary. In fact James and Joseph, “brothers of Jesus,” are th sons of another Mary, a disci-
ple of Christ, whom St. Matthew significantly calls “the other Mary.” They are close relations of Jesus,
according to an Old Testament expression.

510 Mary “remained a virgin in conceiving her Son, a virgin in giving birth to him, a virgin in carrying

him, a virgin in nursing him at her breast, always a virgin” (St. Augustine, Serm. 186, 1:PL 38, 999):
with her whole being she is “the handmaid of the Lord: (Lk 1: 38)

FROM THE COMPENDIUM OF THE CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH

9. What is the full and definitive stage of God’s Revelation?

The full and definitive stage of God’s revelation is accomplished in his Word made flesh. Jesus
Christ, the mediator and fullness of Revelation. He, being the only-begotten Son of God made man, is th
perfect and definitive Word of the Father. In the sending of the Son and the gift of the Spirit, Revelation is
now fully complete, although the faith of the Church must gradually grasp its full significance over the
course of the centuries.

10. What is the value of private revelations?

While not belonging to the deposit of faith, private revelations may help a person to live the faith
as long as they lead us to Christ. The Magisterium of the Church, which has the duty of evaluating such
private revelations, cannot accept those which claim to surpass or correct that definitive Revelation
which is Christ.
