EIGHTH ARTICLE OF THE CREED 
I BELIEVE IN THE HOLY SPIRIT 

Chapter 15: The Holy Spirit 
Mission of the Holy Spirit 

 

503. What is the gift of counsel? 
   The gift that enables us to discern the counsels of God and to 
choose what is most consonant with God’s glory and our own 
salvation. 
 

504. What is the gift of knowledge? 
 The gift that enables us to discern things rightly in them-
selves , especially the truth about God. 
 

505. What is the gift of piety? 
  The gift that makes us  honour God as our Father with filial 
affection, and to love all men insofar as they are creatures of 
God. 
 

506. What is the gift of fortitude? 
  The gift that leads us to brave all obstacles and dangers like 
valiant soldiers of Jesus Christ, for the sake of the glory of God. 
 

507. What is the gift of fear of the Lord? 
    The gift that leads us to avoid whatever might displease God 
and separate us from Him, out of filial fear or loving reverence. 
 

508. Are the seven gifts of the Holy Spirit inseparable? 
    Yes. Because they are all bound together in charity, we lose 
them all with one mortal sin, and recover them all together 
with the return of sanctifying grace. 
 

509. What the Holy Spirit produce in our souls through these 
various gifts? 
     He produces the twelve fruits of the Holy Spirit: charity, joy, 
peace, patience, benignity, goodness, longanimity, mildness, 
fidelity, modesty, continency, and chastity (see Gal 5:22-23). 
 

510. Which fruits of the Holy Spirit prefect us especially      
interiorly? 
     For doing of good: charity, joy and peace. For strength 
against evil: patience and longanimity.
